This passionate tangle of people
sets out to suggest alternative and always
ephemeral ways of disseminating information
and countering automatic processes of control
over bodies and collective fantasies.

* For centuries, nations around the world have
operated Black Chambers, secret rooms where
they tried to decode the messages being sent
by their rivals: these were the precursors of the
modern Intelligence Agencies. This project is an
attempt to peek into the Black Chamber...
